PRACTICE EXPEDITION, YORKSHIRE DALES

TO BE HELD ON FRIDAY 13 TO SUNDAY 15 MAY 2011
INSTRUCTIONS

1. Departing. Cadets to be at the top car park, Batley Grammar School, at 1630 hrs on Friday 13th May 2010. A ‘Pre-expedition check’ will be done before departure. Cadets who are deemed to be ill-equipped will not be allowed to depart.

2. Return. Cadets are expected to return at approximately 1800 hrs on Sunday 15th May 2010.  Exact return time to school will be relayed en route.
3. Dress and equipment. Cadets will need to wear appropriate expedition clothing (see ‘Equipment list’ in the cadet booklet or on the web site), and be prepared for rain! It is the responsibility of EACH CADET that they bring the equipment listed. Kit will be distributed from stores wc 9 May. Cadets should wear expedition clothes (ie not school uniform) during the school day on Friday 13th. Rucksacks should be put in the top cadet huts before school on Friday. Do not wear ‘vest tops’ in school, t-shirts are fine.
4. Food.  Cadets require their own food for the duration of the weekend.  It is essential that cadets are fully nourished for the duration of the expedition. Meals required are :

· Friday 7th : Evening meal, and supper.

· Saturday 8th : Breakfast, lunch (such as pita bread & spread), evening meal (must be cooked on the trangia stove), supper & snacks.

· Sunday 9th : Breakfast, lunch, snacks.

· Emergency rations.

Food for Saturday, Sunday and emergency must be packed away in the rucksack and carried on the walks. Friday evening meal and supper can be carried in a separate bag.

Cadets who opt to take CCF ration packs may do so. Liaise with DIB.

7.00 – 8.30am get up, breakfast, wash up, pack tents away, pack rucksack




8.30am drive to drop off points




9.00am depart on WALK DAY 1




4.00pm (approx) arrive at Stoops barn




4.00 – 8.00pm pitch tents, evening meal, wash up




8.00 – 10.00pm camp fire, supper and briefing on Sunday routes & expedition purpose




10.00pm lights out

· Sunday 15th : 
7.00 – 8.00am get up, breakfast, wash up, pack tents away, pack rucksack




8.00am depart on WALK DAY 2




4.00pm (approx) finish walk and return journey




6.00pm (approx) arrive back at school
