Passed away in August 2008. Worked in the textile industry.

Roy Stuart (1935-1940)

Geoffrey Barker (1939-1942)

Passed away aged 82 in June 2008. Qualified as an optician, and worked in Driffield.

John Brian Senior (1940-1949)
Passed away December 2008. Was the son of Lewis Senior, who taught at BGS until he was killed in WW2. John graduated in engineering from Liverpool in 1952, and worked for Rolls Royce before becoming more involved with the church in his retirement in Gedling, Nottinghamshire.
James Mellor Beaumont

Passed away on 7th February 2009, a former pupil and Chairman of the Governors.

John W. Marshall (1941-1949)
Worked in accounting in Leeds before joining the RAF in 1943. Trained as a pilot, and flew bombers from India to China. Returned to accounting in 1947, working for W D Burlinson & Co in Dewsbury and Batley. Formed ‘Burlinson Stewart’ in the 1970’s, and retired in 2007.
